75th anniversary of the United Nations and its founding
Charter.This anniversary comes in a time of great disruption for
the world, compounded by anunprecedented global health
crisis due to the COVID-19 pandemic with severe economic
andsocial impacts. However, when we talk about the India’s role
in the UN Peacekeeping, Indiais one of the top contributors to
UN Peacekeeping missions. More than 200,000 military
andpolice personnel have served over the past 70 years. India is
currently the second largestcontributor of peacekeepers to
United Nations Mission in South Sudan (UNMISS) with
morethan 2400 military and police personnel deployed in the
mission. India has played a significantrole in the history of the UN
Peacekeeping, which has been acclaimed in almost all
diplomaticquarters. Not only by contributing the military troops,
even in civilian component of theUnited Nations, India has been
a major role player. In the past, circulation of the UN
vacancieswas limited only to the Central Government Police
Organizations like; the BSF, CRPF, ITBP,Railway Protection Force
etc. As a general practice, the Department of Peacekeeping
Operations (DPKO) in UN used to announce its vacant posts and
requirement of themilitary/police personnel to the Member
States through their Permanent Members in theUnited Nations. In
India’s case the Permanent Mission of India (PMI) would forward
the UNvacancies to the Ministry of External Affairs (MEA). The
MEA then would inform the HomeMinistry and then through this
the vacancies will be circulated to all the Police HQs in thestates.
Until 1992, the civil police officers in the states hardly got any
opportunity to work forthe United Nations, unless someone tried
at his own level and got individually selected. Thisapproach of
individual selection, which in most of the cases remained limited
to the IFS andlAS services, was also cumbersome and

unpredictable.

Role of Indian Police in UN Peacekeeping

In 1992, for the first time a small group of civil police officers
was included in the group of 80police officers (drawn from
different central police organizations) to serve in
thePeacekeeping Operation in Mozambique (ONUMOZ).
The Indian contingent of police officerswas engaged in
disarmament and the national elections. After the elections,
the mission wasdrawn down and the officers were
repatriated. This mission was only fortwo years, from 1992to
94. The major change came in 1996 when a group of 95
police officers, who were drawnfrom different agencies of
the Central Police Organizations, which also included
civilian policefrom different states in India, were selected
through the UN Selection Assistance andAssessment Team
(SAAT) for deployment in the first ever Police Mission in
Bosnia andHerzegovina (BiH). After this, the visit of the UN-
SATT in India to select the police officers fordifferent missions
became aroutine feature.



The General Framework Agreement for Peace in Bosnia and Herzegovina, also Known as theDayton Agreement or the Dayton

Accords, is the peace agreement reached at WrightPatterson AirForce Base near Dayton, Ohio, United States, on 21 November
1995. FromFebruary 1996, onwards the UN peacekeepers started deploying in Bosnia to monitor thebrokered peace. The
Contingent of 95 Indian police officers, which were from the rank of theSuperintendent of Police to the rank of Inspectors, joined
the mission in March 1996. Thismission was officially named as the United Nations Mission in Bosnia & Herzegovina(UNMIBH).
Seven Rajasthan Police officers were selected to work in this mission, | wasprivileged to be one of them. All 95 police officers from
India were flown by an Angolanchartered flight from Delhi, which landed on 15 March in Zagreb, capital of Croatia, one ofthe
most beautiful countries in the Balkans. Zagreb was the logistic base for Bosnia mission.Police officers of 34 countries from different
continents participated in this mission. Graduallycontingents of different countries started descending in Zagreb in the month of
March 1996for their first initial induction course of 7 days. Most of these officers were on rotation basisaccording to the norms of
their own country. For example, Indian police officers were onmission for one year, whereas German and French officers were for
six months. Only with theexception of the US, where most of retired police officers were hired by a private companycalled
DynCorp, all other police officers were in-service candidates and had come through the MOU between their country and the
United Nations. The Rules of Engagements of all theCivilian Police Officers were the same, though the payment conditions differed
in some cases.The daily Mission Sustenance Allowance (MSA) for all Civpol officers was the same. The initial, nandatory 7 days
induction course in Zagreb for all police officers included training on minesafety, human rights, prison watch, radio operations and
driving tests, etc. After thisinitialinduction course the Civpol officers were deployed in the three regions in Bosnia; SarajevoRegion,
Tuzla Region and Banja Luka Region. Later, one more Region, Brcko, was created witha special status where mostly the US police
officers were deployed. The city of Brcko in northeastern Bosnia was a seat of the Brcko district, a self-governing administrative
unit; itis partof both the Federation and Republika Srpska. The district remained under international supervision.

The UN Mission in Bosnia & Herzegovina (UNMIBH), which was mandated to perform varioustasks of peace establishment, had
the International Police Task Force (IPTF) as its majorcomponent. The whole country was the mission area. To facilitate the peace
process, Bosniawas demarcated that time on the basis of the racial majorities by an Inter Entity Border Line(IEBL). Predominantly,
there were three main races in Bosnia; the Serbs, Croats and theBosnian Muslims. Prior to war they lived in harmony and the inter-
racial marriages were mostcommon. However, after the peace accord, even the capital city of Sarajevo was divided atvarious
places by this IEBL, which segregated the local population on the basis of their race.ln accordance of the Peace Agreement, there
was no restriction on human movements,however, in practice people now feared to cross these lines. Serbs would hesitate to
enterthe Bosnian Muslim area in capital town of Sarajevo, whereas the Muslims would be dauntedto cross into the Croat side in
Mostar. That way, in spite of assurances of the world powers,who were the signatories in brokering the peace in Bosnia, the
country had already dividedand the theory of one nation was just on paper. The splendid myth of territorial sovereigntyof Marshal
Tito’s time in Yugoslavia was already on decline and waiting to see the final fall. The political division of Bosnia and Herzegovina
were created by the Dayton Agreement, which recognized a second tier of government in the country, comprising two entities:
TheFederation of Bosnia and Herzegovina (FBiH), with mostly Bosniaks and Croats, and the Republika Srpska (RS) with mostly
Serbs-each governing roughly one half of the state’sterritory. The Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina itself has a federal
structure and consistsof 10 autonomous cantons. The Federation and the Republika Srpska governments wereresponsible for
overseeing internal functions. Each had its own government, flag and coat ofarms, president, parliament (FBiH) and assembly
(RS), police force, customs, and postalsystem. The police sectors were overseen by the state-level ministry of safety affairs.
Since2005, Bosnia and Herzegovina has one set of Armed forces. The Inter-Entity Boundary Linewas not determined by natural
geographical features of the country. It rather followed themilitary front-lines as they were at the end of the Bosnian War. On the
ground, there was noactive border between RS and FBiH, and one would generally not know the difference whencrossing from
one entity into another. Nevertheless, local population were conscious of theterritorial segregation and feared to mix, 1995
onwards. | noticed the prevalence of the samefear and consciousness when | visited Bosnia again in 2017, almost after 21 years.
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Even after signing the peace agreement and cessation of war, when the Indian contingent arrived in March 1996, the entire

country still remained devastated and there were thousands of refugees, who were still camping in the transit camps. The greatest
numbers of refugees were from Srebrenica, which had experienced the greatest holocaust in Europe since the days of the Second
World War. The human atrocities and the massacre in Srebrenica had unequivocally attracted attention and criticism of the
international community. The Srebrenica massacre, also known as the Srebrenica genocide, was the July 1995 genocide of more
than 8000 Bosniak Muslim men and boys in and around the town of Srebrenica, during the Bosnian War. Srebrenicaiis just 140 km
away from Sarajevo, the capital city of Bosnia. Besides refugee problem, there were hazards of mine explosions in most of the
parts of the country. Therefore, one of the foremost tasks of the United Nations in UNMIBH was identification and extraction of
active mines. This was in addition to establishment of Rule of Law, prevention of human rights violations and restructuring of local
police force. Thirty-four countries participated in this mission to perform this onerous task. French Gendarmerie, ltalian Carbineer,
Royal Canadian Mounted Police, retired reservists and Civil Defense officials of the United States, all gathered to contribute in this
Peacekeeping mission. Some of the countries sponsored specialists in specific fields, like the mine safety, human rights and
elections experts. In the beginning, role of the Indian police officers was to act as the Police Monitor to observe peace in the AOR,
however, later some branched outinto special fields like, police training, logistics, elections and human rights.

The IPTF HQ was set up in Sarajevo in one of the PTT buildings in the center of the town. This place was ironically not far from the
place where Archduke Franz Ferdinand of Austria with his wife Sophie were shot to death by a Bosnian Serb nationalist during an
official visit to Sarajevo on June 28, 1914. The killings sparked a chain of events that led to the outbreak of World War | by early
August. Much later, in 1994, during the siege of Sarajevo, civilians regularly risked their lives crossing the city's main boulevard,
which popularly became known as “sniper alley”. Hiding in high-rise buildings, gunmen overlooked the front line, picking off
unsuspecting victims on both sides. Women and children, firefighters, UN peacekeepers and soldiers were all killed by snipers. A
UN report into the calculated use of snipers recorded that many were killed with a single shot to the head or hear. Mr. Peter
Fitzgerald, a serving Irish Police Commissioner, was the first IPTF Commissioner in 1996. The IPTF was one of the major
components of the Office of the Special Representative of the Secretary General (SRSG) for UNMIBH in BiH. In 1996, when the
Indian police officers arrived in the mission AOR, Mr. Igbal Riza, an old time Pakistani career diplomat, at the rank of an Under-
Secretary General was the SRSG. The IPTF HQ created structural hierarchy, which administered from the post of the
Commissioner, through two Deputy Commissioners, one Chief of Staff, Regional Commanders, District Commanders and finally
to the level of the IPTF Police Station Commanders. | was the first Indian Civpol officer to serve the IPTF as the Sarajevo Regional
Commander. Each region had five to six districts and each districthad 5 to 10 IPTF Police Stations. Each IPTF Police Station had 15
to 20 Civpol Officers, who were assisted by the local language interpreters in their day to day activities. The commonly spoken
languages in the mission area were Bosanski, Croat and Serbian language. The IPTF didn't recognize the rank structure of the
country to which the Civpol belonged, rather they functioned on the informal UN rank structure.

Beyond the IEBL lines the country remained divided into the Serb, Bosnian and Croat areas,which had its provisional Presidents.
One of the mostimportant tasks of the IPTF was to arrange regular meetings between the three Presidents to negotiate peace under
the close monitoring of the international observers. Mostly the Presidents hesitated to meet with their counterparts and remained
apprehensive of travelling into another President's zone, but IPTF tried to assure them and somehow made them sit at the round
table to talk. To facilitate this task a Dignitary Protection Group was created, which would facilitate the transportation and meetings
of the three Presidents. As Regional Commander, | also acted as the Head of the Dignitary Protection Group. There was complete
lack of trust and goodwill among these three Presidents. Mr. Radovan Karadzic who served as the president of Republika Srpska
during Bosnian War, and was later convicted of genocide, crimes against humanity and war crimes by the International Criminal
Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia (ICTY).
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The Civpol Mission of UNMIBH was supported by the Implementation Force (IFOR) from 1996 to 1997. IFOR later transformed
into SFOR (Stabilization Force). The IFOR was a NATO-led multinational peace enforcement force in Bosnia and Herzegovina
under a one-year mandatefrom 20 December 1995 to 20 December 1996 under the codename Operation Joint Endeavour. At its
height, IFOR involved troops from 32 countries and numbered some 54,000 soldiers in-country (BiH) and around 80,000
involved soldiers in total (with support andreserve troops stationed in Croatia, Hungary, Germany, and ltaly and also on ships in
the Adriatic Sea).

There was a good working relationship between the IPTF and IFOR. As Regional Commander, | had to participate in the meetings
of these two important components of the mission. In early 1997, the Organization of Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE)
was brought into the picture to monitor and facilitate the elections. After this in late 1997 Mostar district, one of the mostimportant
districts of the Sarajevo region, was separated from the IPTF mission and brought under the direct control of the OSCE. | left the
mission in October 1997. However, the contingents of the Indian police officers continued to rotate in Bosnia and with this the
contribution of Rajasthan Police in the peacekeeping mission also continued. Later in June 1999, separately the UN Interim
Administration Mission in Kosovo was formed. Indian civil police officers also served in Kosovo mission. After Bosnia and Kosovo
mission, there was a surge in general interest among the police officers in Rajasthan and other states to serve in the UN
peacekeeping missions. As time went by, many Indian police officers served in the UN missions in Cyprus,East Timor, Congo,
Afghanistan, Iraq, Sierra Leone, Sudan, South Sudan and Darfur. Rajasthan police robustly contributed in UN Mission in Sudan
(UNMIS) and when the country was partitioned in 2010, more police officers were selected to serve in the South Sudan mission
(UNMISS). Though there have been many other UN missions, but they are different in nature, some are political missions and
others are humanitarians in nature. Besides peacekeeping missions, Indian police and administrative officers have also served in
Civilian components of the United Nations, for e.g. with the UN Agencies, Funds and Programs (UNFP). There are more than 31
UN Agencies, Funds and programs, for example, UNDP, WHO, UNICEF, WFP, UNHCR, UNICEF, UNEP, UNIP, UNDSS (UN
Agencies), and UNIDO, ILO, UN Habitat (UN Programs), and WB, IMF (Funds) and special Agencies like the Office of the High
Commissioner of the Human Rights, this is just to name a few! Indian officers have served in many UN agencies in various
capacities in different countries. | had the privilege to serve the United Nations as its Chief Security Advisor in Sudan, Iraq, Sierra
Leone and as the Regional Chief of the Southern Africa, which included South Africa, Namibia, Botswana, Lesotho and
Swaziland. In addition, | also had the opportunity to serve the UN's Office of Internal Oversight Services (OlOS) and as the Team
Leader of the UN Selection Assistance and Assessment Team (SAAT). With this background, | served the United Nations in 24
countries on various senior positions.

While the UN celebrated its 75th anniversary last year, the signs that the UN is at the crossroads is more than visible. There is
lobbying for use of more regional forces in the peacekeeping operations. There is also growing insistence on the primacy of
politics- that “lasting peace is achieved not through military and technical engagement, but through Political Solutions”. There is
also emphasis on conflict prevention through small missions, most recent mission MINUSMA in Mali (2013) and MINUSCA in
Central African Republic (2014). No new peace operation has been mandated since 2014. Deep difficulties of the UN's largest
missions in Mali, DRC, CAR and South Sudan compelled further introspection. Thus in 2018 the Secretary General Mr. Antonio
Gutterres announced a new initiative “Action for Peacekeeping”. His call for- streamlined mandates and political solutions,
partnership with Regional Organizations, improved trainings and preparedness of Peacekeepers, consent of host countries and
alignment of financial resources etc. are going to make Indian police officer's choice for Peacekeeping Missions tough and limited.
Peacekeeping started as a “conflict management instrument” whereas, in current scenario the UN peace operations are seen as
western intervention into regional matters. While at the crossroads UN is waiting for A New Global Order!!
